· Statements = answers describe why event, individual, or place influenced Great War. No evidence of Plagiarism. Spelling and Grammar errors are 
evident. A “3” could be missing the idea of the “Newspaper” quality. 

· Excellent collaboration with partner evident.

2 = Satisfactory Poster: Includes the following:

· Format = Distracting format issues. Improper in many areas.
· Pictures = Did not fully grasp “Visual” concept
· Statements = “b” does not fully describe why event, individual, or place influenced Great War. Evidence of Plagiarism. Spelling and Grammar errors are distracting. 

· Partner may have incomplete.

1 = Need Improvement: Includes the following:

· Format is incorrect throughout.

· Pictures = Missing pictures & does not grasp “Visual” concept.
· Statements = Problems throughout Statements, incomplete in format.
· Partner did not complete project part.
